The
organization also offers the area’s first ever Graduate Home to help transition back into
independent living after graduation, and will soon offer the area’s first NARR accredited home
for women with children to reduce the burden on Indiana’s Foster Care system and provide a
safe home for mother and child.

Habitat for Humanity partners with people in this community, and all over the world, to help
them build or improve a place they can call home. Habitat homeowners help build their own
homes alongside volunteers and pay an affordable mortgage. With your support, Habitat
homeowners achieve the strength, stability and independence they need to build a better life
for themselves and for their families.
